Public Laws 95202 of 1988 and Public Laws of 105-368 of 1988 granted US Veteran's status 10 those
members of the US Merchant Marine tht served between Dec. 07, 1941 and Dec 31, 1946 provided
they met certain eligibilty criteria. That criterion was: (1) salling on ocean going and/or coast wise
vessels and received Shipping & Discharge papers, (Form 718A) (2) have been entered i ship's logbook
a5 members of crew with destination of ports and/or (3) company paperwork identifying seamen
shipped and ports entered. When provided thi type of documentation to the National Maritime Center
(NMC) they would be certified eligible and issued the proper documentation (DD 214 or DD 1300)
certifying them as veterans to WW Il USCG Information Paper #77 of Apri, 1992, refers.

Also, stated in the USCG info Paper #77: “Deck logs were tradtionally considered to be the property of
the owners of the ship. After World War I, however, the deck and engine logbooks of vessels operated
by the Was Shipping Administration were tured over to that agency by the ship owners and were
destroyed during the 1970s, on the condition they were 190 costly and voluminous to maintain and
were seldom used for research”. A second action, Commandant, USCG's order of 20 Mar, 1944,
relieved the masters of tugs, towboats and seagoing barges of the requirements of issuing discharge
and shipping documents on forms (718} to seamen shipped o discharged. (Also submitted earlier)

Now, due to_these two specific actions by government agencies prior to the signing of these two public
laws, (1944 & 19705) some 10,000 merchant seamen saiing on coastwise barges and tugs (and qualifed
by the two P.L.) have been denied or will be denied elgibilty upon application because their records
are now incomplete.  These two actions virtually eliminated the firt two types of documentation
required by the NMC for eligibilty. The third item used to recognize the veteran for eligibilty was
company paperwork that identified the vessel and ports of entry of the veteran was highly uniikely to
ever existed because it was against strict.government regulation to identify ship and crew movement
10 keep the enemy from having knowledge so detrimental. Remember “Loose ps snk ships??

Neither public law identifies specific documentation required to identfy eligiblty. The NMC has taken it
Upon themselves o interpret the laws and have ssued the criterio lsted above in USCG Info Paper #
77 With these documents "LOST to history, alternative methods of dentifying service are required if
we are to acknowledge these seamen as veterans under the above cited P.Ls. These new methods are
spelled out n the proposal. There is no cost involved s it i already included in the P.L.s. | am not
asking for laws t0 recogaize new veterans. | am simply asking for aterative methods to be allowed to
fecognize veterans lready included in the above laws. We owe them, and it is the ight thing to do.

On 06 April
three counties, Camden, Currituck & Pasauotank passed the resolution without comment or change.

1. Preamble: Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of
2. America in congress assembled; Public Law 95-202 & 105-368 provided veteran status for members

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into on the last date entered to below, by and
between the North Carolina Department of Transportation, an agency of the State of North
Carolina, hereinafter referred to as the “Department”, and the County of Warren, hereinafter
referred to as the “County”;

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the work has been completed under the original Agreement executed on the 17
day of November, 1995 for the improvements to the County’s water and sanitary sewer systems to

serve the Department’s I-85 Warren County Southbound Lane Rest Area/Welcome Center (RA/WC)

with a water service and sanitary sewer service; and,

WHEREAS, the Department and the County have agreed to identify which party is
responsible for certain activities under this agreement for the following: Pump Station #1 (NCDOT
Welcome Center Pump Station) and Pump Station #2 (Oine Pump Station); and,

WHEREAS, the parties hereto now wish to implement the procedures for the maintenance
and/or repair costs associated with the Pump Stations in Warren County; and,

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto, each in consideration of the promises and
undertakings of the other as herein provided, do hereby covenant and agree, each with
the other, as follows:

Pump Stati

8 ‘The County shall continue to own and to be responsible for the maintenance
of Pump Station #1 and associated sewer lines. However, the Department
will reimburse the County for one hundred percent (100%) of maintenance
and/or repair costs of the sewer line and pump station, subject to prior
approval by the Department, as indicated in ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS, item
number 3. The Department will also be responsible for all costs of power and
telephone as long as the Department is the exclusive user.
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2. The County shall continue to own and to be responsible for the maintenance of
Pump Station #2 and associated sewer lines. However, the Department will reimburse the County
for its share of maintenance and/or repair costs of the sewer line and pump station, subject to prior
approval by the Department, 3s indicated in ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS, item number 3.

(A)  The Department and County will determine the cost share of the pump station based
on water usage figures, which will also include power. The water usage figures will be computed on
the average of the six month’s water usage from the date of the repair cost. For example, the
current water usage breakdown is approximately 69% for the Department and 31% for VDOT.

(8)  The telephone bill will be divided based on the number of users.
ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS:

3. Itisestimated that the annual repair costs will not exceed $20,000. However, the
County will notify the Department, in advance, if annual repair costs are anticipated to exceed this.

amount. The County shall obtain prior approval from the Department before expending funds
greater than $5,000 for any one quarter.

4. The Department will not be responsible for reimbursement for any maintenance
and/or repair costs to the generator, nor will the Department be responsible for any costs of
maintenance and/or repairs to the pump station that are caused by the generator.

5. The County agrees to accept from the Rest Area/Welcome Center 15,000 gallons of
sewage per day with peak days of 20,000 gallons of sewage per day. The County further agrees to
accept increased future sewage flow, attributed to normal traffic increases.

6. The County agrees to charge the Department the standard established monthly
‘water and sewer rates for like customers; which will be the same as the residential rates for those
customers whose usage is comparable to the Department.

7 The Department shall reimburse the County actual cost for the maintenance and/or
repair of the pump stations. The Department shall be billed quarterly by the County at the Division
Office for the maintenance and/or repair of the pump stations. Al final bills must be submitted
within one (1) year of said usage.

8 This Agreement shall be in full force and effect on the first day of the month
following the date that this Agreement is executed by the Department and the County, but it may
be modified by mutual agreement of the parties.
